Academic Council is also vested with the powers to 
recommend to the Executive Council the creation and 
abolition of teaching posts in the University, draft 
regulations regarding admission and examinations, 
appointment of examiners, conferment of honorary 
degrees and institution of fellowships and scholarships 
etc.

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Executive Council
The Executive Council (EC) of SAU is the prime body 
responsible for major executive decisions. Besides senior 
functionaries of the SAU, the EC has four members who are 
nominated by the SAARC member states by rotation. The 
President of the SAU chairs the EC meetings. The Executive 
Council is vested with the powers to make teaching and 
other senior administrative appointments on the 

recommendation of the selection Committees, fix their 
emoluments and define their duties. The Executive council 
is also vested with the powers to maintain discipline 
amongst the teaching, and non-teaching staff in 
accordance with Rules, Regulations and Byelaws and 
manage and regulate finances, accounts and other 
administrative affairs of the University. 

Finance Committee
The Finance Committee of the University considers the 
annual accounts, financial estimates and expenditure 
proposals. The annual accounts and estimates of the 
University, duly approved by the Finance Committee, are 
submitted to the Executive Council for approval.  The 
Finance Committee deliberated upon various important 
issues pertaining to the University's finances in its 
meetings. The Finance Committee could not meet during 
the year under report.

SAU Administration
SAU is a relatively young University and at present 
administrative support is provided by a skeletal staff.  
Currently, there are only 42 non-teaching employees in the 
University.  The Chairperson of SAARC is the Visitor of the 
University.  Prof. Ranjan Kumar Mohanty is the President 
(Offg.) of the University. At the Faculty level, administrative 
responsibilities are also shared by the Deans of various 
Faculties. Dr.  A.K. Malik is the Registrar of the University.

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UNIVERSITY FINANCES
The capital cost of establishing the University estimated 
originally to be approximately, US $ 300 million for the first  
phase, is to be borne by the Government of India as per the 
Inter-Governmental agreement on the South Asian 
University. In addition, the Government of India has also 
provided free of cost, about 100 acres plot of land in South 
Delhi for setting up the main campus of the South Asian 
University. Operational cost of running the University is 
shared, on year-to basis, by all SAARC Member States and 

the contribution of individual Member States is governed 
by a formula that has jointly been evolved by the eight 
countries. 

The Capital and Operational Budget estimates for the year 
2020 are to the tune of US$ 53.150 million and US $ 9.558 
million respectively.

The SAU Annual Sports Fest was held from 15 February to 26 
February 2020 amidst enthusiastic participation and passionate

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Admissions
The process of admission at South Asian University began 
with the launching of a socialmedia campaign and an 
announcement in major newspapers of all the SAARC 
countries. Exhaustive information detailing the admission 
process, eligibility criteria, feedback mechanism, details of 
admission volunteers and other related information were 
uploaded on the University website. Candidates can 
comfortably register and apply online from anywhere in 
the world. Each application was thoroughly scrutinized to 
ensure that applicants met the minimum qualification to 
appear for the entrance test. Admit cards for the entrance 
test were made available to download for the online 
admission portal by the eligible applicants. All applicants 
were informed by email. A common entrance test was 
conducted simultaneously in 8 SAARC countries on 12-13 
August 2020. One test centre each was set up in 
Afghanistan (Kabul), Maldives (Male), Nepal (Kathmandu) 
and Sri Lanka (Colombo&Jaffma) while two centres each 
were set up in Bangladesh (Dhaka & Chittagong)Bhutan 
(Thimphu, Kanglung), and Pakistan (Karachi & Lahore). 
Considering the large number of candidates and the wide 
geographical spread, 25 test centres were set up in 
different cities in India viz. Ahmedabad, Bangalore, Bhopal, 
Bhubaneshwar, Chandigarh, Chennai, Cochin, Delhi, Goa, 
Guwahati, Hyderabad, Indore Jaipur, Kolkata, Lucknow, 
Mumbai, Patna, Pune, Raipur, Ranchi, Srinagar, Surat 
Trivandrum, Varanasi, and Vizag, Most SAARC Member 
States had appointed/nominated Nodal Officers to help 

and interact with SAU on all matters related to the conduct 
of the common entrance test. The University received full 
cooperation from the Nodal Officers in each Member 
State. A total number of 9809 candidates applied for the 
masters and doctorate programmes. Out of  these, 6752 
appeared in the entrance test. Offers of admission were 
sent to 477 candidates out of which 251 finally joined. 
South Asian University strictly follows a recommended 
quota system to ensure representation of students from all 
the Members States of SAARC. Merit lists are prepared 
country-wise and the competition is only amongst 
candidates within each country. Seats left unfilled for any 
country are filled by students from other countries on 
merit basis, as per SAU rules.

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Scholarships/Freeships 
The following Scholarships/Freeships Support are 
available to students admitted to SAU in the Academic 
Session 20 - :20 21

President's Scholarships (For MA/MSc and LLM 
students only): Two scholarships are offered for each 
academic programme: one to the student scoring the 
highest marks in the Entrance Test in the Indian list and the 
other to the student scoring the highest marks in the non-
Indian list (South Asian countries other than India) who 
finally joins the University. * The scholarship is offered for 
two years and will be renewed in the second year subject 
to satisfactory performance in first year. Details are as 
follows:

The President's scholarship comprise : Tuition fee waiver + s
Hostel fee waiver (if applicable) + INR 7,000 per month as 
living allowance. Awardeeswill also receive an amount of  
INR 10,000 (applicable to non-Indian students) and 
Rupees 5,000 (applicable to Indian students) as a “Start-up 
Allowance” at the beginning of their tenure so as to help 
meet part of their inbound travel cost and book purchases 
etc., and as a “Pack-up Allowance” at the end to cover their 

outbound travel and excess baggage cost respectively.

The continuation of the President's Scholarships for the 
subsequent year is subject to the recipients obtaining the 
CGPA not less than 5.0 (Science stream – Biotechnology, 
Computer Science and Maths) and 4.5 (Non-science 
stream – Economics, Sociology, International Relations 
and Law) at the end of the 2nd semester. If the concerned 
awardee fails to secure the minimum CGPA, the President's 
scholarship shall be discontinued. The concerned student 
may apply for SAU Freeship. However, award of SAU 
Freeships is contingent on satisfying the requirements as 
mentioned in this document.

SAARC India Silver Jubilee Scholarships for Master's 
and PhD Programmes: SAARC-India Silver Jubilee 
Scholarships (SJS), instituted by the Ministry of External 
Affairs (MEA) Government of India, are offered for Master's 
and Doctoral level studies to meritorious students coming 
from one of the following list of eligible countries specified 
by the MEA: Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Bhutan, Maldives 
and Nepal. MEA has made available 75 SJS scholarships for 
Masters level students to SAU. The MEA has laid down 

detailed criteria regarding the award of these scholarships. 
SJS scholarships are awarded  based on  merit. Also, 50% of 
SJS scholarships are reserved for female candidates. In 
case, there are not sufficient numbers of female students, 
then these scholarships may be awarded to the male 
students. SJS scholarships are given for two years and thus, 
no fresh SJS scholarship shall be awarded in the second 
year of a Master's programme. However, a SJS scholarship 
can be discontinued after the end of the first year if a 
student fails to maintain the requisite CGPA as discussed 
below.  

Award of SJS scholarships to First Year Masters 
students:  Approximately 35 scholarships (five 
scholarships per program) will be awarded. In each 
programme, one scholarship will be awarded to top-
ranking students in terms of their performance in the 
entrance examinations from each of the eligible countries 
with two to three scholarships awarded to female 
candidates.  If there are not sufficient number of country 
representations, then the scholarship will be given to the 
next rank holder, irrespective of which of the eligible 
country (s) he belongs to. The scholarships may be 
extended in the second year provided the awardees 
secure a minimum CGPA of 5.0 (Science stream – 
Biotechnology, Computer Science and Maths) and 4.5 
(Non-science stream – Economics,  Sociology,  
International Relations and Law). If the concerned 
awardee fails to secure the minimum CGPA, the SJS 
scholarship shall be discontinued. The concerned student 
may apply for SAU Freeship. However, award of SAU 
Freeships is contingent on satisfying the requirements as 
mentioned in this document.

The SJS Scholarship comprise : Tuition Fee waiver + Hostel s
Fee waiver + living allowance of INR 7,000 per month 
(Master's level programmes) or INR 25,000 per month (PhD 
programmes). Awardees will also receive an amount of  
Rupees 10,000 as a “Start-up Allowance” at the beginning 
of their tenure so as to help meet part of their inbound 
travel cost and book purchases etc, and as a “Pack-up 
Allowance” at the end to cover their outbound travel and 
extra baggage cost respectively. 

SAU Merit Scholarships (For MA/MSc and LLM students 
only): Two SAU Merit scholarships are available in each 
academic programme and shall be awarded as per the 
following criteria: 

India: Based on the entrance test, from the merit list the 
top two students will be awarded with SAU merit 
scholarships, which excludes President scholarship holder. 

Non-Indian: Based on the entrance test, from the merit list 
the top two students will be awarded SAU merit 
scholarships, which excludes the holders of President and 
any SJS scholarships, who finally join the University. 

These scholarships are offered for two years and will be 
renewed in the second year subject to satisfactory 
performance in first year. Details are as follows:

SAU Merit scholarships may be renewed in the second year 
provided the awardees secure a minimum CGPA of 5.0 
(Science stream – Biotechnology, Computer Science and 
Maths) and 4.5 (Non-science stream – Economics, 
Sociology, International Relations and Law). If the 
concerned awardee fails to secure the minimum CGPA, the 
SAU merit scholarship shall be discontinued. The 
concerned student may apply for SAU Freeship. However, 
award of SAU Freeships is contingent on satisfying the 
requirements as mentioned in this document.

The SAU Merit scholarship will comprise: Tuition fee waiver 
+ Hostel fee waiver (if applicable) + INR 5,000 per month as 
living allowance.

SAU Financial Support based on income criteria (For 
MA/MSc and LLM students only): SAU provides two 
types of financial support at Masters level to deserving 
candidates. 

1. Tuition fee + hostel fee (if applicable) waiver + 5,000 INR 
 stipend per month as living allowance

2. Tuition fee + hostel fee (if applicable) waiver.

These are offered to economically weaker students 
depending on their family income. The Scholarship 
Committee shall determine the income level by taking into 
account various factors such as past practices followed by 
the university to determine this level, applications 
received, funds available etc. These will be duly notified in 
due course. Students who wish to apply for SAU Financial 
support may do so upon joining the university. The 
application for SAU financial support should be 
accompanied by documents that disclose the total family 
income such as:   

a) Income tax returns 

b) An income certificate issued by a government   
 body/agency 

c) Any other document, which is approved by a   
 government agency/body/official that clearly states 
 the total family income. 

The following documents shall not count towards 
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providing valid proof of family income – affidavits, letters 
issued by private employers, bank account statements 
unless corroborated. 

Wrongful disclosure of family income, concealing any 
material fact pertaining to family income or submitting 
forged documents may attract strict disciplinary action.  
The committee may refer such matters to SAU's Proctor. 

SAU Tuition Fee Waiver for PhD Students:  All PhD 
students receive tuition fee waiver. 

Financial Support from SAU for PhD Programmes:

Currently, the financial support for PhD students is INR 
25,000 per month and is awarded to students not 
receiving any kind of scholarship/sponsorship or JRF 
support from agencies like UGC/CSIR/DBT/ICMR etc. or 
similar agencies in other SAARC countries. Any PhD 
student, who undertakes regular or full time employment, 
after the mandatory residential requirement given in SAU 
bylaws, shall immediately inform the same to SAU's 
Deputy Registrar (Scholarships) for the termination of the 
financial assistance.

Duration of Scholarships/Freeships: In all cases, 
scholarships and freeships are designed to cover the entire 
duration of the academic programme to which a student is 
admitted. However, renewal in subsequent year(s) 
depends on satisfactory academic performance and 
maintenance of hostel/university discipline, which will be 
reviewed at the end of the each year. All recipients of 
scholarships and freeships must therefore be regular in 
attending classes and make full efforts in sustaining and 
improving their academic performance. Maximum 
duration of SAU PhD scholarship would be 5 years.

For Masters students, first year scholarships will cover the 
summer vacation period at the end of the first two 
semesters. Scholarships for June and July to continuing 
students will be disbursed at the end of July, after they re-
join the University. In the second year of all Master's level 
programmes, scholarships and freeships will cease at the 
end of the academic session i.e. end of Mayand will not 
cover the summer vacation period at the end of the second 
year.

PhD fellowships from external agencies: PhD students 
who have qualified for JRF support from agencies like the 
Indian UGC/CSIR/DBT and ICMR, or similar agencies and/or 
sponsors in other countries may avail of the fellowship as 
per the terms and conditions of the granting agencies. 
However, if they receive fees and hostel allowances, these 

will be recovered from them to the extent of their 
allowance.

No student can avail of two scholarships at any one 
time.

While the SAU has a liberal policy with regard to awarding 
freeships to students from economically weaker families, it 
is not guaranteed that all applicants will necessarily 
receive some scholarship or freeship. Students must be 
prepared to meet the deficit from their own sources.

Disclaimer: In case of any typographical or 
unintentional errors in the rules, regulations, bye-laws 
etc., the decision of the President will prevail. 

* Should scholarship holding student withdraw his/her 
admission 30 days after enrolment/registration (26th July) 
his/her scholarship will not be ordinarily transferred to the 
next student. Even if transferred in rare circumstances, the 
benefits shall be awarded from the date of the award. In no 
situation, the new awardee shall be entitled to benefits of the 
scholarship retrospectively.

HOSTEL AND SPORTS FACILITIES

Management of Covid-19 in the SAU campus.
The sudden news of pandemic in India created caoes and 
the  alarming situation created  panic among the students 
and the SAU  fraternity in campus. But taking the situation 
into control the SAU top administrators staff and faculty 
had emergency meetings and decided the following SOP's 
to control the situation before it could enter the campus 
which successfully made the campus covid-19 free upto 
date. The following SOP's were strictly followed :
1) As instructed by the government the classes were 
 suspended- complete lockdown -1 was followed. 
 Students were not allowed to enter or go out of the 
 campus without special permission from the Medical 
 Officer, 
2) Masks were supplied to the students and staff from 
 the university health centre and made compulsory 
 within and out side the campus.
3) Santizers were made available at each station of the 
 security, at the exit and entrance  and all floors.  
 Checking of temperature of  all who entered.
4) Regular monitoring by the medical team for any 
 source of infection within the campus and immediate 
 precaution were taken.
5) Any student who were staying out of campus were 
 not allowed inside the campus,
6) As the lock down extended students were advised to 
 go home. The administration and the medical centre  
 made all provision for the safe returning of the  
 students by contacting the embassies of the seven 
 countries , special flights were arranged with the help 
 of the respective Ambassadors of the countries and 
 saw to that , that the students reached home safely 
 and without and hinderance.

PERMANENT CAMPUS CONSTRUCTION
August 2010 from Akbar Bhawan, New Delhi. In the year 
2009, Government of India allotted a 100 acre plot of land 
in Maidangarhi, New Delhi for establishing the SAU 
Campus, which was physically received during 2010 and 
11 and the University appointed a Project architect (PA) 
and a Project Management Consultant (PMC) in the year 
2011 and 2013 respectively to plan and execute the SAU 
Project. However, the construction work could not 

UPDATE ON CONSTRUCTION WORK AT THE 
SOUTH ASIAN UNIVERSITY (SAU) CAMPUS AT 
MAIDAN GARHI

After the Inter-Government Agreement for the 
establishment of the South Asian University was signed at 
the 14th SAARC Summit (April 3-4, 2008), South Asian 
University Act 2008 was passed by the Indian Parliament, 
and the University started its first academic session in 
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commence until June 2016 due to various encumbrances 
including litigations on allotted land and delay in 
obtaining the desired statutory approvals for project of 
this magnitude. 

Construction Planning: After obtaining the statutory 
approvals, the buildings were planned on the available 
unencumbered land in packages. Boundary wall and site 
office were constructed under Package-I at a cost of INR 
2.19 crore in January 2016. First set of five buildings was 
taken up in Package-II (tendered value INR 401.58 crore) in 
June 2016 and seven other buildings and entire services 
(water supply, sewers, roads, electricity, utility building 
etc) were taken up under Package-III (tendered value INR 
588.38 crore), out of which, four buildings namely, Faculty 
of Life Science and Earth Science (LSES), in January 2017. 

Disruption in Construction works; During the last one year, 
the progress of work suffered very badly first due to 
complete ban imposed on construction in NCR by NGT 
starting from 26th October 2019 followed by the 
unprecedented lockdown and its after effect of COVID-19 
from 22nd March 2020. The work completely stopped from 
22nd March till 3rd of May 2020. 

Challenges during Covid-19; During the entire lockdown, 
about 372 labourers under Package-II and 565 labourers 
under Package-III were stranded at site labour camps, but 
no physical work could actually resume. Amid lockdown, 
the situation was effectively handled by PMC and SAU 
engineering wing and it was ensured that the welfare of 
these workers is being taken care of by respective 
contractors and they are not deprived of basic amenities 
like food, healthcare and the conditions of lockdown 
including social distancing and proper sanitization is 
being implemented at site. To ensure compliance, a daily 
status report was ensured from both the agencies. Distt 
Admn was also actively monitoring the situation.

After lockdown III, Govt allowed resumption of 
construction works with in situ workers wef 4th May 2020. 
Considering the availability of in situ labour, both the 
agencies started mobil izing their  super visory 
team/engineers (33% strength) and started necessary 
preconditioning as per SOP of MHA. Although the 
remobilization activities started, but both the contractors, 
PMC and SAU teams have been facing numerous 
problems, like necessary preconditioning, social 
distancing, sanitization of area, arranging PPE, thermal 
screening, disruption in supply of building materials, fear 
factor, demotivation of the workers and supervisory team, 
mandatory quarantine etc. as per SOP of MHA.

But with the simultaneous announcement of relaxation on 
movement of migratory workers by the government, and 
arrangement of special shramik trains, many of in situ 
workers did not return to work and started to leave for their 
native places as they were home sick and confined to 
labour camps for more than 43 days. The situation was 
unprecedented as everywhere the workers and migrants 
were coming in millions to go back to their home by any 
means. Lot of media coverage was given to the workers 
plight almost in all national dailies and TV channels 
particularly at Anand Vihar Station and along border of  
Delhi. At some nearby construction sites the workers 
started hostile protests and vandalized the project office 
of the contractors (for arranging them transport to go back 
homes) resulting deployment of about 50 police men near 
SAU site to tide any unwanted situation. Police and district 
administration forced the construction companies to send 
the labour back to their native places as per Govt. 
directives and to pre-empt further chaos.

Return of construction labour, especially to Delhi NCR is 
very slow as the central and state Govt are providing work 
to the migrated workers in their home place itself under 
MNREGA Scheme, highways/irrigation and other projects. 
Even some of the labours available at site are reluctant to 
come to work as they are panic-stuck due to sudden/ 
recent rise in corona infection cases and casualties in NCR. 
Before lockdown labour count at SAU project site was 1525 
No's and after the migration only 150 no's were available 
during the second week of May 2020. As on date, slowly 
and slowly, it has increased to about 1200 (850 in package-
III and 350 in package-II,. This is a silver lining as such 
unprecedented circumstances/situations have the 
potential to derail the projects and their resumption is a 
huge challenge. 

In between, 22 workers and two engineers of contractors 
were found corona infected during August September 20 
and they were sent to institutional quarantine by Govt of 
Delhi. As a result of these infections, the AarogyaSetu 
prompted to send repeated warnings to PMC/SAU 
Engineers to get themselves tested for Corona as they 
were registered to have come in contact with these 
infected persons during site visits or the meetings at site. 
Accordingly, the engineers of SAU and PMC got 
themselves tested for corona twice or thrice. This is the 
level of psychological fear to work with large workforce at 
site during Covid-19 pandemic. 

The biggest challenge now is to motivate and keep the 
morale of the working engineers, supervisory staff and 

the Occupancy Certificate (OC) from the SDMC, piped 
water supply from DJB and construction of peripheral 
approach roads by DDA. 

The remaining buildings; The remaining buildings of the 
new campus (after Package- II, III) could not be planned so 
far due to land encumbrances and pending approval of 
the revised Detailed Project Report (DPR) for the project. 
Now MEA has to take a call in this regard including 
construction through some Govt agency like CPWD..

Court Cases – Status; Out of total of 12 Court Cases 
involving 23.10 acres of land, 8.05 acres has been freed so 
far and now 14.96 acres land is in litigation in Delhi High 
court in 6 cases. To sort out these issues, joint efforts are 
being made by SAU, MEA, DDA to pursue the cases in the 
courts. 

Tree cutting permission; After continuous pursuance of 
the case for about two years, the Forest Department, Govt 
of Delhi, issued approval for clearance for 372 trees during 
June 2020 after realization of security deposit of Rs 2.12 
crore The in principle approval for execution of other 
mandatory works of transplantation & Plantation have 
been received from MEA on 24th July 2020. The work is at 
tendering stage.

Budget Under Capital Account; The Government of India 
has committed to provide for all the infrastructure cost for 
the construction of the new campus and rental for the 
temporary campus at Akbar Bhawan, New Delhi. So far 
US$141.16 million (INR 950.61 crore) has been allotted by 
the Government of India.

workers as the second wave of COVID-19 has started in 
Nov. 2020 in the NCR and large number of cases being 
reported including some relapse cases. So the extreme 
apprehensions still persist having negative effect on the 
progress of work.

Status of Project: First set of six buildings namely, Faculty of 
Life Science and Earth Science (LSES), 2 blocks of Staff 
Housing, club & guest House, utility building and Faculty of 
Law and Humanity have been completed before 
lockdown. Faculty of PCM & and IT and staff housing block 
F4 is also advance stage of completion. The remaining 
buildings will be completing in September 2021. As of now 
overall 81% work is complete under Package-II and III.

Even though the work has been resumed, uncertainties 
rule and the progress is very dismal due to continuing 
restrictions, mandatory precautions, compliance of Govt 
mandated SOP, non-availability of labour owing to their 
migration to their native places, unprecedented 
disruption in supply chains etc. The PMC and the 
contractors have projected difficulties in restoration and 
further progress of the Project. So, the completion of 
remaining works and services remains the biggest 
challenge at hand. 

Utilities and services; The utility building is complete, BSES 
has energize the substation and 12 tube wells have been 
bored recently before lockdown. The internal Roadwork, 
Sewerage, Drainage, Sewage Treatment Plant (STP), water 
treatment plant (WTP) are also in advanced stage. But 
some challenges still continue unabatedly, like obtaining 
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Faculty of Economics
the opportunity of the workshop to sharpen their research 
questions in their doctoral work, whereas senior 
researchers were interested in understanding the 
interconnection between economic theory and 
econometric techniques. Apart from lectures by Dr. 
Debdatta Saha and Dr. Soumya Datta from the Faculty of 
Economics, SAU, Prof. Anjan Mukherji, Professor Emeritus, 
Jawaharlal Nehru University, New Delhi, gave a lecture on 
applications of general equilibrium theory. The second 
day involved a detailed investigation of time series issues 
in economics. Prof. Arup Mitra, Dean, Faculty of Economics, 
lectured on various aspects of time series analysis, while 
Dr. Prakash from the Institute of Economic Growth, New 
Delhi, empirically demonstrated the concepts using the E-
Views software. Professor Arup Mitra and Dr. Debdatta 
Saha were the coordinators of the workshop.

The Faculty bid farewell to Prof Arup Mitra who served as 
professor and Dean for One year and after completing his 
tenure returned to his parent institute, the Institute of 
Economic Growth, Delhi

The primary goal of this workshop was to 
bring together young researchers in the field of efficiency 
and productivity analysis using the non-parametric 
frontier methodological framework. The workshop also 
imparted training to young researchers on various data 
envelopment analysis (DEA) models. The workshop had 
participants from various prestigious institutes in India. 
Distinguished speakers in the workshop included 
Subhash C. Ray, Professor of Economics, University of 
Connecticut, USA. Professor Sunil Kumar was the 
organizing secretary and Dr. Soumya Datta was the 
coordinator of the workshop.

The Faculty of Economics organized a two-day 
International Workshop on Economic Theory and Empirics 
on 19-20 February 2020. The workshop attracted 
participants from across the SAARC region, with 
researchers from Nepal, Bangladesh, and Bhutan, along 
with civil servants, college lecturers, and researchers from 
different states of India.

In this year of virtual classrooms and seminars, the 
Department of International Relations continued with its 
efforts to advance the study of International Relations in 
South Asia. With the aim to draw attention to the regional 
dimensions of the pandemic, it organised a webinar on 
'Post-Covid South Asian Borders' in November 2020. 
Additionally, guest speakers delivered seminars on a range 
of subjects, including displacement during the 
Partition(s), nuclear politics, power in the digital age, role 
of non-state actors in the pandemic, and disciplinary 
boundaries of IR. 

The Department collaborated with the Indian Council of 
World Affairs to organise a webinar on 'Women and Power:
